Art Work of Memphis was published in 1912 by the Gravure Illustration Company of Chicago Illinois. Gravure published collections of photographs for many major cities across the country in the late 19th and early 20th centuries. The images include private homes, churches, commercial and civic buildings, street scenes and parks.

It's a  boxed set of nine bound volumes of photographic plates printed by photogravure. This resulted in velvety highlights and subdued shadows reminiscent of expensive platinum prints.
